Module A: WEB 2.0 IN EDUCATION 
(This module can be of interest to all educators)

1- Blogs
Saturday, November 7, 2009,  8:30 – 14:00
Blogs provide a powerful environment for communication in the classroom. Teachers can use blogs as class pages where they post announcements, assignments, and class calendars. Teachers can introduce topics and ask guiding questions that trigger comments. Unlike the classroom environment where time is limited, blogs allow all students to share their ideas at their own pace. Students with special needs find in the class blog an online record of all communications, shared documents and ideas. 

2- Wikis

Saturday, November 14, 2009, 8:30 – 14:00

Wikis provide a powerful environment for collaboration in the classroom. Teachers can use wikis to manage group work. Teachers can introduce topics, ask guiding questions, and allow students to build a common product. Teachers can post pictures, PowerPoint presentations, Word and PDF documents on their class wikis. Unlike the classroom environment where no written log can be taken for every single contribution, wikis allow teachers to track the contributions of every single student over the course timeline. Wikis allow constructivist learning techniques to be applied in a collaborative environment.

3- RSS, Podcasts, and other Educational Web 2.0 Tools 

Saturday, November 21, 2009 ,  8:30 – 14:00

Web 2.0 provides us with a new set of technologies that are based on dynamic communication and user participation. Rich Site Summaries (RSS) allow us to pull updates from important websites without the need to visit them. Podcasts allow teachers to publish lectures and voice messages to their students to enrich the online teaching environment. Other numerous tools like Mash-ups, wiki maps, and others will also be introduced from an educational perspective.



Module B: MULTIMEDIA 

(This module can be of interest to all educators)

1- Working with Graphics and Multimedia Files 

Saturday, December 5, 2009,  8:30 – 14:00

Good skills for working with photos and graphics have become a must for the design of presentations, websites, blogs, wikis, and multimedia projects. Multimedia files including audio files, videos, and animations come in various formats and require special skills for editing, converting, and publishing them in multimedia projects. Participants will learn how to customize graphics and multimedia files for CD-based or online projects.

2- Recording and Editing Audio and Video 

Saturday, December 12, 2009,  8:30 – 14:00

Recoding Audio and Video has always been a challenge in the educational setting. Recording conditions, techniques, and tools will be explored in a classroom-based context. Twenty-first century teaching skills demand visual and audio-based methods of presenting educational materials. Today’s students have come to expect rich learning environments that are based on multimedia learning objects. Participants will learn how to create and edit audio and video files to be used for teaching purposes.

3- Producing Multimedia Projects and Electronic Portfolios 

Saturday, January 9, 2010  ,  8:30 – 14:00

Project-based learning and assessment using educational technology provide authentic means for teaching, learning, and assessment in the 21st century. Students are given the chance to customize and personalize their projects through electronic portfolios. In this workshop, teachers will explore and experiment with various methods of creating CD-based or online multimedia projects and electronic portfolios that allow for authentic learning and assessment in the modern classroom.


Module C: TEACHING METHODOLOGY AND RESOURCES
(This module is of special importance to Educational Technology Coordinators)
1- Teaching Methodology and Management of Educational Technology
Saturday, January 16, 2010,  8:30 – 14:00

Modern teaching methodologies using educational software and the Internet will be explored. Technology Integration techniques with other subjects will also be introduced. Planning, scheduling, and managing available educational technology resources are crucial factors for facilitating technology-rich classrooms. In this workshop, participants will have a chance to learn about lesson planning for technology-rich lessons.
2- Educational Software and Internet Resources (All Subjects) 
Saturday, January 23, 2010, 8:30 – 14:00

Participants will have the chance to explore and experiment with a variety of subject-specific educational software packages. Internet websites per subject will also be examined. A variety of resources will be shared with the participants for later use in their schools. A DVD with demo and free software will be provided for each participant.

3- Educational Technology Tools in the Classroom (All Subjects) Saturday, January 30, 2010, 8:30 – 14:00


The focus of this workshop is on technology hardware tools that are of interest to teachers. Such tools can help teachers enrich the learning environment by creating multimedia elements that can be added to their lessons. Teachers will have a chance to experiment with a variety of tools including: Digital cameras, Interactive Whiteboards, USB microscopes, Virtual Reality learning tools, and voting tools.



Module D: MANAGEMENT OF EDUCATIONAL TECHNOLOGY 
(This module is of special importance to Administrators)
1- Developing your School’s Acceptable Use Policy  
Saturday, February 6, 2010,  8:30 – 14:00

Acceptable use policies are very important for all schools in order to define acceptable use of technology on school premises. Good practices will be highlighted and encouraged while bad practices will be clearly defined to shed light on expectations and to avoid confusion for all stakeholders. Consequences for not abiding by the AUP will be discussed. Each school has its own needs and thus both general and specific policies will be dealt with in order to create a clearly defined document that can be shared with students, parents, teachers, and administrators.

2 Managing your school’s ICT Department and Professional Development  
Saturday, February 20, 2010 , 8:30 – 14:00

The information and Communication Technology department has become the focal point in the school’s infrastructure. Managing the ICT budget is a challenge, and thus techniques will be provided in order to minimize costs and to satisfy the needs of all departments. Participants will have a chance to examine new ways of managing IT-related and IT-delivered professional development. The feasibility of both face-to-face and online professional development modes will be explored.
