1- Towards an Effective Teachers’ Appraisal System
Miss Lama Khayr, Director of Preschool and Lower Elementary at Ain Aar

A sound and properly implemented appraisal system for teachers is a vital
component of an effective school.
The purpose of this workshop is to touch upon the following key elements:

personal growth and consequently school effectiveness?

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4- Creative Dramatics for Young Children

The use of creative drama in the classroom is a student-focused process where
experiential learning can be fostered and developed within any given curriculum. It
can help students to develop cognitive and divergent thinking skills, and inventive
creativity, as well as stimulate language development.

In this workshop, participants will be exposed to different types of dramatic play
activities which meet children’s needs, interests, and abilities. They will have the
opportunity to create different kinds of puppets and will practice manipulating them.
Participants will discover how efficient and interesting it is to use puppets as a
learning tool based on stories.

10- Language Teaching in the Early Years

11- The School Library at the Heart of Teaching and Learning

readers through targeting reading and writing activities in the Elementary School
Library.

The presenters will share samples of library activities for grades one
through five.

The participants will be involved in practical engagements allowing them to integrate
and apply the five strands (data handling, geometry, numbers, patterns and
measurement) in math in the pre-school and lower elementary.

14- Exploring Geometry at the Middle School Level

The presenter will engage participants in the exploration of Geometry through:
A — The presentation of activities for different levels at the middle school.
These activities will be followed by an analysis of tests related to the topics presented.
B — Group work that includes the preparation of activities on different geometry topics.

SCIENCE

15- Understanding Science!
Miss Nayla Abu Fadil, Elementary School

Children of primary school age learn best from hands-on activities. Experimentation
has a central role in their science learning and helps children to acquire basic
scientific concepts to make sense of the science process.

This workshop will focus on strategies to be used in classes while conducting
experiments as well as communicating the findings and the process.

16- Different Learning Styles and Assessment in Science Teaching
Mrs. Nahla Jamaleddine, Science and Technology Teacher, Middle School

This workshop aims at encouraging teachers to implement a variety of instructional
and assessment strategies to meet the needs of different learning styles in the
science classroom.

Participants are encouraged to reflect upon and discuss their own practices and the
changes they could make with their students.

17- Designing Chemistry Exams for Enhanced Benefits
Mr. Nizar EI-Mehtar, Chemistry Department Chairperson, Secondary School
Mr. Saad Shihab, Chemistry Department, Secondary School

Although school exams are the most common assessment tools used by teachers all
over the world, their impact on students’ learning has always been controversial in
educational circles. Substantial doubts revolve around a typical exam’s ability to
measure true understanding.

The aim of this workshop is to suggest research based methods for converting a
routine chemistry exam into a rich learning experience expected to:

A — Enhance students’ understanding of chemical concepts

B — Provide students with a tool for self assessment

C — Promote chemistry teachers’ ability to design a valid assessment instrument that
regulates their instruction.

SPECIAL TOPICS

18- Inquiry into the Project Approach!
Mrs. Ghada Maalouf, Preschool Director

Young children learn most successfully when they are interested in the topic and are
encouraged to be active investigators. During this workshop, participants will
thoroughly examine the three phases of the Project Approach: beginning, developing,
and concluding. Through the process, the presenter will demonstrate how young
children practice literacy and math skills when engaged in projects. Organizational
and evaluation tools will also be described so that participants will have all the
necessary tools to start a project.

19- Understanding Your Brain, Understanding Yourself

This is a workshop that tackles the functioning of the brain and its effects on the
being.
